Lock of the Dardanelles, Heritage of
Mehmed the Conqueror...

Kilitbahir Castle was constructed by Mehmed the
Conqueror in 1461 after the Conquest of Istanbul in
order to secure the Dardanelles and Istanbul.

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Castles of Kilidil-Bahr
(Kilitbahir: Lock of the
Sea) and Kala-i
Sultaniyye (Cimenlik
Castle) were constructed
at both sides of the
Dardanelles at its
narrowest point by
Mehmed the Conqueror,
and all sea passages were
controlled.

Kilitbahir Castle is comprised of a 6-floor triangular turret, an
inner castle in the form of a three-leaf clover, and solid outer
walls surrounding it. Its architecture is remarkable with its
aesthetical and unique plan among other Ottoman Castles.
You should definitely visit the Yellow Tower (Sari Kule), added
to the structure by Suleiman the Magnificent and named after
the color of stones used in the construction as well as the
section where chapters from the life of the famous Turkish
navigator Piri Reis and his works are located.

The museum, which was opened after the restoration and
merchandising activities of the Directorate of Gallipoli Historic
Site in 2018, offers you a unique alternative during your visit to
the Gallipoli Historic Site, with its different content,
extraordinary architecture, and its Ottoman Castle Life theme.
